   Others chose from the dozens of sessions, 

divided into three 45-minute time periods. 

   KEMPAôs annual meeting and awards 

ceremony highlighted the luncheon for ad-

visers and presenters. 

   Named to the KEMPA Hall of Fame, Jill 

Cook explained how her mentor, Jim Liska, 

ñdraggedò her on the KEMPA Board her 

first year of teaching. She explained that if 

was ñmore fun than I can describe and bal-

ances out all the other work.ò 

   Linda Barrington, who nominated Cook, 

described her as ñknowledgeable and dedi-

catedò during her 17 years on the Board. 

    Cook had nominated Donald LaBonte as 

Administrator of the Year because she felt 

that ñIn the decisions he makes relative to 

school publications, he makes sure all of us 

learn from it.ò 

    In his response, LaBonte had some elo-

quent remarks in support of  the First 

Weather, dual Newspaper Advisers of the 
Year, dual Outstanding Administrators set

   The second Outstanding Administrator, nomi-

nated by David Wallner, was 

his principal, Jerry Movrich. 

The two engaged in a mutual 

admiration face-off with Wall-

ner lauding Movrich as a 

ñfirm believer in the First 

Amendment.ò
